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More than 2000 evacuees of Hurricane Katrina have been placed throughout Northeastern
Louisiana. In an effort to provide immediate assistance to the survivors in that region, the
Leon H. Sullivan Foundation and OIC of America have launched a national campaign with
its affiliates and the community to provide relief to the thousands of displaced women in
Louisiana.

Although evacuees have been placed in shelters, women’s needs are not being met quickly
enough. Many women have been wearing the same clothing for more than two weeks due

to the distribution procedure of some of the larger charitable organizations. These women
are in dire need of feminine hygiene products, and the Ouachita OIC in Monroe, Louisiana is
taking a “hands on” approach to making sure these items are delivered as soon a possible by
utilizing its staff and other community volunteers to hand deliver goods to each person in
need. The Ouachita OIC is under the leadership of Ms. Juanita Rambo, Executive Director
and Chairman of the Board (and also Mayor of Monroe) Jamie Mayo.

We would like to encourage everyone to take action and support the Ouachita OIC by sending
the items listed on the attached inventory sheet directly to their office in Monroe. By sending
items directly to the Ouachita OIC, you are helping to ensure that these women will quickly
receive the necessary items they so desperately need right now. Thank you for your support.

On a related note, we are saddened to report that the OIC office of Greater New Orleans was
totally destroyed and all of its staff and their families were displaced, scattered all around the
country. We are grateful that all but one of the staff has now been accounted for. Our prayers
continue to be with them, their families and especially with those still missing. We are happy
to report that Mr. Phillip Baptiste, Executive Director of the Greater New Orleans OIC
(initially reported as missing) is safe and would love to hear from friends and colleagues.
